	contentEN: The Christmas season is increasingly shaped by consumerism. The production of goods requires a great deal of energy and resources, which in turn leads to higher concentrations of greenhouse gases in the atmosphere. By crafting a sustainable Advent calendar, the children learn to handle resources and consumption responsibly, thereby contributing to climate protection. They create small bags themselves and fill them with an item from home that they no longer play with.
	devgoalsEN: The children learn that sustainability is an important part of our everyday lives and of the Christmas season as well. They discover that sustainable behavior does not have to mean doing without, but can actually bring joy. By designing and decorating the bags, they can express their creativity. This strengthens their environmental awareness and helps them understand, in a hands-on way, how valuable it is to reuse materials.The Advent calendar gives the children a new perspective on their toys, as something that can be passed on or transformed, and shows them how wonderful it feels to bring joy to others.
	planningEN: At the beginning, the children are introduced to the importance of climate protection and learn that even small actions can make a positive difference. Then, they craft small bags from scrap paper using glue and scissors. Each child receives a number to write on their bag. The bags can then be decorated in a festive, Christmas-themed way, with full creative freedom left to the children.
Next, the children decorate another piece of scrap paper, writing the sentence “Merry Christmas from …” on it. They may also draw a picture related to climate protection, such as a child riding a bicycle or a tree. The picture should convey a positive and hopeful message.
Afterward, the children are asked to bring a small item from home, such as a toy figure or another object they no longer use, to place inside their self-made bag. Finally, the bags are hung up together or arranged in a suitable spot in the room. Each day, one child is chosen to open a bag.
