	contentEN: In this playful learning unit for kindergarten, children discover different modes of transportation and creatively explore their effects on our environment. Each child receives coloring sheets of vehicles such as bicycles or cars to color in. Afterwards, the children think together about which modes of transportation are especially good for the environment. This teaches children in an age-appropriate way that some ways of traveling are better for the Earth and the climate than others. When we use vehicles that consume little energy and emit greenhouse gases like carbon dioxide (CO₂), we help slow down the warming of the Earth, also known as climate change. CO₂ is released during the burning of fossil fuels and contributes to warming the Earth’s atmosphere by trapping heat radiation.
	devgoalsEN: - The children learn about different modes of transportation and distinguish them according to their climate friendliness.
- They develop a basic understanding that our behavior, for example commuting to kindergarten, affects the climate.
- They expand their vocabulary and ability to express themselves through conversations about mobility and climate.
- They improve their fine motor skills and creativity by coloring and marking the vehicles.
- They experience that they can contribute to climate protection themselves and thus strengthen their sense of responsibility.
	planningEN: Instructions for the project with four children:

Each child receives two worksheets. On the first sheet, a car is shown at the top and a bicycle at the bottom. On the second sheet, there is a bus with many heads at the top, and a car with only one head at the bottom. Gray clouds with an "angry" face rise from both the car and the bus.

The children color the vehicles in any colors they like. During this time, it is explained to them why the bus is better for the environment than the car and why the bicycle is even more environmentally friendly than both other options.

After coloring, each child receives two blue and two red circles with a thumbs-up (blue) and thumbs-down (red). The children then think together about where to place the blue and red thumbs on the vehicles and stick them on.

	feedbackEN: All the children were very curious and interested. The slightly older children had a longer attention span. However, all of the children immediately understood what was explained and participated enthusiastically.
